Summer is right around the corner (though it may not have felt 
like it recently!) which means so are summer camps. The youth 
group will have several events for students to attend and fund 
raisers that can help raise money to pay for them. This monthôs 
update will mainly be an information download so church mem-
bers and students are in the loop of whatôs going on.  
 
MISSION TRIP 
 

This year instead of attending World Changers 
we will work with a similar ministry called 
YouthWorks. YouthWorks is a short term 
mission trip where participants will be divided 
into different work crews for the week and assigned a project to 
be completed. This year the youth group will be travelling to Wind 
River, WY to work on a reservation weather proofing houses for 
the extreme winters, as well as leading a VBS type camp for kids 
on the reservation.  
 

I will actually be bringing the youth group from Gresham Bible 
Church in Oregon to meet up with HFC for this mission trip. The 
trip goes from June 30-July 5. High school and middle school 
students can attend. The cost is $284/camper (food/lodging 
included), and I need a $50 deposit by February 17 (checks made 
out to HFC). Registration forms will be available in April. 
 
CAMPS 
 

Super Summer is a 5-day youth camp for students and is de-
signed to be both an evangelistic and discipling event. The week 
includes worship, personal devotions, church group meetings, 
family groups and recreation (games, swimming, canoeing,  
paddleboats, the blob, disc golf, dodge ball, ropes course).  
 

This year we will again be going to Salina, KS from July 15-July 
19. High school and middle school students can attend. The 
cost is $250/camper (food/lodging included), and I need a $50 
deposit by February 17 (checks made out to HFC).  
Registration forms will be available in March. 

Kansas Bible Camp is similar to Super Summer but is run 
by members of the Southwestern Association, or which we are a 
part. Students can expect to learn about God, worship, and have 
fun swimming, playing games and other fun activities. This camp 
is in Fall River, KS from July 22-26. This camp is only for com-
pleted 3rd-8th grade. The total cost is $100/camper which 
needs to be paid in full by June 1 (checks made out to HFC). 
Registration forms will be available in April. 
 

If you are interested in being a counselor for the mission trip or 
one of the camps, please speak to me or our youth intern, Josh 
Luevano. Itôs always fun when we have parents tag along be-
cause itôs nice to have other people participate in the best events 
we do as a youth group. We have money in the youth budget to 
help counselors pay their way to camp, so all youôd have to  
worry about is taking time off.

Due to the high cost of these events, we are planning on having 
several fundraisers to help students attend. We will once again 
hold our annual BBQ Cook-Off and Dessert Auction on  
Sunday, February 17 at 5:30pm. There are sign-up forms for 
the BBQ Cook-Off and Desserts in the lobby.
